Choristers rehearse once a week using the 
curriculum of the Royal School of Church 
Music. Under the experienced guidance of 
the director, choristers develop healthy  
vocal technique, learn basic music theory, 
and how to sight read. These classical 
skills provide the foundation for a lifetime 
of performance and enjoyment of music of 
all genres.  
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Choristers sing at selected Sunday  
services and special events at St. Paulôs 
and in other venues. They perform both on 
their own and together with the  
accomplished St. Paulôs Adult Choir. They 
join in a supportive community of dedicated 
professional and amateur singers.  

Practice, discipline, and respect for  
others are the building blocks of working 
together successfully. Performing in a choir 
offers opportunities for leadership as well 
as valuing the contribution of each 
individual singer.  

Every person has a voice and can sing. 
The program is open to any young  
person in the greater Philadelphia area 
who is willing to meet the requirements of 
attendance and participation. St. Paulôs is 
an inclusive faith community that  
welcomes all people. To participate in the 
Choir School, choristers do not need to be 
members of St. Paulôs or of the Episcopal 
Church. The program is free of charge.  

In order to provide a comprehensive  
musical education, choristers may elect to 
receive training on a musical instrument in 
addition to their participation in the Choir 
Program. These lessons are offered each 
semester, based on interest and availability. 
Weekly half hour lessons in piano and other 
instruments are coordinated through the 
Chestnut Hill Choir School director. 
 
St. Paul's Church offers financial assistance 
for a limited number of these private  
instrumental lessons.
